Detailed rules on the eligible costs, the financial ceilings and other elements necessary for the eligibility of accompanying measures for the EU cofinancing in the context of the CAP 2020
DISCLAIMER

The content of this draft is still under Commission-internal consultation and has not yet been agreed upon by other Commission services. It will probably still be subject to changes.
Article 21(1)(b) of [new sCMO Regulation] provides for accompanying measures to be  eligible for the EU co-financing. 
Article 22(3)(b) of [new sCMO Regulation] provides for the Commission to determine by means of delegated acts the eligible costs in Member States' school fruit scheme strategies that are eligible for Union aid and the possibility of fixing an overall ceiling for specific costs.

As regards accompanying measures, the following activities in Member States strategies may be financed: 
· agriculture and food-related activities, such as gardening sessions, farm visits and similar; 
· measures aimed at educating  children about agriculture, public health and environmental matters;
· other measures and activities that support the distribution of products under the scheme and are directly linked to the objectives of the School Fruit Scheme of increasing the fruit and vegetable consumption and shaping healthy eating habits. 
Value Added Tax (VAT) and expenditure relating to personnel costs are not eligible for Union aid, with the exception of personnel costs where activities, referred to above, have been outsourced.  
The costs for accompanying measures may not be financed under other Union aid schemes. 

The total amount for costs of these measures shall not exceed 15% of the annual amount of the Union aid allocated to the Member State concerned.
