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List of documents and technical documentation

The seller has to transmit the buyer before finishing installation of device:
a) in the Czech language, in 4 (four) counterparts for the system CToP
aa) operating and maintenance instructions,
ab) Safe Work Practices and Safe Job Standards,

b) in the English or the German language
ba) in 4 (four) counterparts
· general description of the device, including all related devices,
· electrical wiring diagram,
· lubrication and cooling plan,
· service manual for electronic devices,
· documentation describing the internal structure, database and related information,

bb) in 1 (one) counterpart
· declaration of conformity pursuant to 2006/42/EC and the CE mark,
· list of technical standards, harmonized standards and IEC and CEE standards relevant to the device,
· risk analysis (description of the accepted methods of removing or reducing the hazards posed by the mechanical device)
· load bill CMR
· certifications of ISO (the International Organization for Standardization)
· list of all consumables necessary for the operation of the device including the recommended suppliers and the prices of such consumables.

II.
1. The Seller agrees to provide the Parties’ inspection bodies with the required technical documentation relating to the Device describing the method used to assess its conformity and a declaration of conformity including all background documents as specified by the applicable technical guidelines of both Parties.

2. The Seller acknowledges that the Device manufacturer is required to keep the technical documentation of the Device on its premises and, whenever requested to do so, provide the same to the inspection bodies, within ten (10) years of the end of the production or sale of the Device, such a time limit may be settled based on agreement of both parties differently, the time limit shall not be set for a shorter time than the above stated 10 years.
